of approved seagoing service has been served as Chief mate on a seagoing ship of
between 500 and 3,000 gross tonnage while holding Deck Officer Class Il Certificate
of Competency.

The Written Examination shall be held at the the Training Institutions or Approved
Training Centers in accordance with the Regulation 1/6 of the STCW Convention 1978,
as amended.

The Written Examination consists of the following Nautical Subjects:

(1) Navigation;

(2) Cargo Handling, Stability and Shipboard Operations; and

(3) Maritime Legislative Requirements.

The candidates for certification shall have successfully completed the Written
Examination for the following Nautical Subjects during the period of the approved
course for Master on a seagoing ships of between 500 and 3,000 gross tonnage at the
Training Institutions or respective Approved Training Centres:

(1) Navigation;

(2) Cargo Handling, Stability and Shipboard Operations; and

(3) Maritime Legislative Requirements.

( The Written Examination is administered, supervised and monitored by the Department

(B)  The candidates who have failed in any subject of the Written Examination conducted
by the Training Institutions or the Approved Training Centers shall have to attempt
for failed subject/s only in the subsequent Written Examination/s and shall be
successfully completed all subjects within 1 year, which shall be counted at the
beginning date of attempt of the Written Examination conduct by the Training
Institutions or the Approved Training Centers, otherwise shall have to attempt for the
overdue subjects.

4.  The candidates who have successfully completed the Written Examination have to continue
the Oral Examination (Master on a seagoing ship of between 500 and 3,000 gross tonnage)
which shall be conducted by the Department of Marine Administration (DMA).

5. The candidates shall have successfully completed the following training courses prior to
application for endorsement of Certificate of Competency.
(A) Ship Manoeuvring and Handling Simulator Course; and
(B) Bridge Resource Management & Use of Leadership and Managerial Skills Training
Course.

6. The Department of Marine Administration (DMA) shall endorse in the Deck Officer Class Il
or Class Ill for Master on a seagoing ships of between 500 and 3,000 gross tonnage
Certificate of Competency to the candidates who have successfully completed the Oral
Examination as well as holding the respective valid Certificates of Proficiency which are
required by the STCW Convention Regulations and the Code.
