Guidance of Maritime Education, Training and Examination for Certification of

The Basic Training for ships operating in Polar Waters course for Masters, Chief
Mates and Officers in charge of a navigational watch on ships operating in polar
waters, consists of theory lectures, simulator training, (if applicable) and written
examinations at the approved training centre.

1. Every candidate for certification shall:
(A)  hold any Deck Officer Certificate of Competency; and
(B) have completed the training courses for 1 week conducted in an
approved training centres with continuous assessment system and
followed up by written examination to meet the standard of competence
specified in section A-V/4, paragraph 1, of the STCW Code.

2. That written examination shall be administered, supervised and monitored by

the Department of Marine Administration.

3. The Department of Marine Administration shall issue Certificate of Proficiency
in Basic Training for ships operating in Polar Waters to the candidate who have
successfully completed the approved training course.

(C) have completed the training course for 1.5weeks conducted in an
approved training centres with continuous assessment system and
followed up by written examination to meet the standard of competence
specified in section A-V/4, paragraph 2, of the STCW Code.

2. The written examination shall be administered, supervised and monitored by

the Department of Marine Administration.

3. The Department of Marine Administration shall issue Certificate of Proficiency in

Advanced Training for ships operating in Polar Waters to the candidate who has

successfully completed the approved training course.
