Course approvals should require nofification of changes in essential equipment or of

instructors. If changes in the curriculum are proposed (or) any significant ch@hgés in

the course, the prior agreement of the administration should be obtained. -

If the training center is desired to have a course approval renewed, they shall submit a

written to the address listed in paragraph - 1 of this section. For the requ st to be
approved, DMA must be satisfied that the content and quality of instruction remain
satisfactory. Unless sooner surrender, suspended or revoked, a renewal of the approval

expires 60 months after the months it is issued, In other words, recognition of courses is -

often subject to periodical re-approval, a five-yearly interval, being typical.
